The following is a summary of the action itemns and staff recommendations for our
February meetings:

ITEM #3

The WACOG proposed FY 2009 Method of Distribution (MOD) contains the same
provisions as the FY 2008 MOD. The biggest difference is the proposed inclusion of
Colorado City back into the FY 2009 MOD after an absence of three years. The
exclusion of Colorado City was, outwardly, for performance issues. However, it was
clear, based on the political climate at that time, that their inability to be eligible was
based on what was happening in Colorado City at the time.

I was approached by Colorado City about their wishing to become eligible for CDBG
funding again. I indicated to them that they needed to meet with the Arizona Department
of Housing and get their assurance that they would be currently eligible. They did that,
meeting with the Director Fred Karnas, along with Charlotte Cobb and Kathy Blodgett.
The result of their meeting is indicated in the email that is in your packet from Kathy
Blodgett to David Darger. In summary, the State is saying that Colorado City is eligible
immediately to participate in the MOD. The proposed WACOG 2009 MOD includes
Colorado City as they were included in the past, 20% of the Mohave County allocation

each year.

Staff Recommendation: That the proposed WACOG 2009 Method of Distribution for
Community Development Block Grant Funds be approved

ITEM #4

The WACOG Transportation Improvement Program for 2009-2013 has been approved.
The Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) should receive nearly $600,000,000

in federal funds, with an estimated $1,000,000 - $2,000,000 which may be distributed to
the WACOG region.

The recent proposals for Economic Recovery Funds for roads require any project
considered for funding must be listed in the approved Transportation Improvement
Program (TIP) and the State Transportation Improvement Program. Requirements are to
follow Federal Procedures in developing projects. This requires entities to have complete
sets of plans and engineering, following all R-O-W, Utility, and NEPA guidelines, as
well as be shovel ready in 90-120 days. These requirements will greatly reduce the
number of projects which may be considered eligible for funding. The projects will be
100% funded with Economic Recovery Funds. Local Funds will be distributed in the
second phase of funding for local roads under the Economic Recovery Program. Final
regulations and funding levels are yet to be determined.

The WACOG Transportation Advisory Committee met on Jan. 29, 2009 and reviewed
current proposed projects for funding under the Economic Recovery Proposal. Following
a lengthy discussions it was motioned and passed to submit the project list alphabetically
by entity and to list the projects by each of the entity’s priority order. The list will be
added as an amendment to the current approved TIP and listed in 2009.

Staff recommendation: That the Amendment adding Economic Recovery Projects to
the 2009-2013 Western Arizona Transportation Improvement Program be approved

ITEM #5

WACOG'’s audit for 2007-2008 was sent to the Executive Board by the auditors, Colby
& Powell, PLC, CPAs. Mr. Jim Usevitch of the Colby firm will be attending the
Executive Board meeting to present the audit. Note: Please bring your copy of the audit
to our meeting. I will have a few copies available at the meeting. The new WACOG
Audit Committee will meet with Mr. Usevitch prior to the Executive Board meeting to

review the 2007-2008 audit.

As usual, our Finance Department has done an outstanding job during the period audited.
With the thousands of transactions and a myriad of federal and state regulations for all of
the grants we operate, the result of the audit was there were no findings.

Proxy votes were eliminated from the By-Laws as Council
members expressed the opinion that in order to vote on important issues affecting aging
services a primary or alternate member who had been attending meetings needs to be

present.
