Warren Steed Jeffs (Mr. Jeffs), by and through his counsel, hereby petitions the

Court for writs of habeas corpus and mandamus and moves the Court for an order

quashing the Governor’'s Warrant issued on August 10, 2010, as follows:



PETITION FOR WRIT OF HABEAS CORPUS

Mr. Jeffs petitions this Court for a writ of habeas corpus’ dismissing these
extradition proceedings, quashing the governor’s warrant of extradition issued on
August 10, 2010, and preventing Mr. Jeffs’ extradition to Texas until after all pending
prosecution in Utah is resolved.

On April 5, 2006, Mr. Jeffs, the prophet of the FLDS Church, was charged as an
accomplice to two counts of rape. There was no suggestion that Mr. Jeffs engaged in
any inappropriate relations with Elissa Wall, a vocal FLDS dissenter and the primary
witness against him; rather, his alleged crime was in presiding, as her religious leader,
at her wedding ceremony, and later, in the same capacity, in providing her with
marriage counseling. After a jury improperly instructed on the law found him guilty of
the charges, he appealed his conviction to the Utah Supreme Court, arguing in part that
if the State’s legal theory were applied to make him an accomplice to rape for his role in
Elissa’s marriage to Allen Steed, then every Mormon bishop and stake president, every
Catholic priest, every Jewish rabbi, every Muslim cleric, and every clerk of court,
marriage counselor, and social services worker in Utah is at risk for prosecution for
simply doing their jobs and fulfilling their religious functions.

After his Utah trial and during the pendency of his appeal, Arizona charged him
with similar charges and he was transferred to Arizona to stand trial there. During the

course of that prosecution, however, Mr. Jeffs and others, including the team of Utah

prosecutors tasked with prosecuting him here, discovered that Elissa had suborned
perjury and helped another witness to falsify documents in her zeal to destroy the
prophet and thereby weaken the unpopular religious community he leads. Sometime
after this discovery, Arizona dismissed its charges against Mr. Jeffs with prejudice.

Immediately after the dismissal, Texas tried to extradite Mr. Jeffs from Arizona to
stand trial there on charges based upon evidence seized during its unlawful raid on the
YFZ Ranch in early 2008. Texas’ attempt to secure Mr. Jeffs from Arizona, however,
was improper: In a continuing pattern of unlawful conduct, Texas was trying to
circumvent the legal requirements of the Interstate Agreement on Detainers (IAD),
which, like the Uniform Criminal Extradition Act (UEA), provides Mr. Jeffs with certain
constitutional rights and protections. The Arizona courts properly quashed Texas’
efforts to extradite Mr. Jeffs from Arizona, finding that the IAD required his return to
Utah and mandated that Texas, if it so wished, attempt extradition from here.

After his return to Utah, Texas again sought Mr. Jeffs’ extradition under the IAD.
But before any hearings related to Texas’ second attempt at extradition could be held,
the Utah Supreme Court, agreeing with Mr. Jeffs’ arguments on appeal, overturned his
convictions and remanded the case for a new trial, if the State felt it could sustain its
substantial burden in light of the court’s holdings. Mr. Jeffs’ status changed dramatically
with the supreme court’s pronouncement: He is now presumed innocent of all charges
against him, he has a fundamental right to a speedy trial, and he is constitutionally
entitled to bail, to access and explore both the evidence against him and any

exculpatory evidence, to present a defense, to confront the withesses against him, to



due process, and to a host of other rights and protections guaranteed under both the
United States and Utah constitutions.

Because of Mr. Jeffs’ changed status, the IAD, which provides the mechanism to
extradite convicted prisoners, no longer applied to him. Accordingly, Texas’ attempt to
use that vehicle was terminated. Texas responded by initiating extradition procedures
under the UEA and ultimately obtaining issuance of a governor’'s warrant from Utah, and
so began Texas' latest attempt to pluck Mr. Jeffs from what is now a pending
prosecution in Utah with the result that, if the extradition is allowed to go forward, Mr.
Jeffs’ constitutional rights and protections will necessarily be violated.

Mr. Jeffs, although presumed innocent, has now been incarcerated for more than
four years on charges that, given the supreme court’s opinion clarifying the law in Utah,
will be difficult if not impossible for the State to sustain.? The State’s difficulty on retrial
will be further exacerbated by evidence showing that its star witness suborned perjury
and assisted in falsifying evidence. Rather than meet these challenges head-on,

however, the State is punting, using the UEA as an offensive line to protect its

2 Mr. Jeffs is presently incarcerated at the Utah State Penitentiary in Draper, Utah,
under the jurisdiction of the warden there. He would be held in Washington County by
now but for Utah’s filing a request for rehearing with the Utah Supreme Court, which in
effect delayed the supreme court’s remittitur of the case to the district court for further
proceedings. Although Utah did not by its request seek a change in the supreme
court’s ultimate holding or decision, the delay has kept Mr. Jeffs a prisoner at the
Penitentiary without any recourse to assert his rights in the district court,
notwithstanding his changed status and the presumption of innocence that he
rightfully—if not practically—enjoys. This presents yet another wrinkle in the fabric of
Utah’s and Texas’ joint effort to extradite him. By keeping him out of the jurisdiction of
the district court during the pendency of these extradition proceedings, Utah has
unilaterally blocked his ability to there demand the justice and consideration afforded
him by the constitutions of both the United States and Utah. Whether its approach is a
result of convenient coincidence or devious intention is unclear.



weakened prosecution, buying time until it can figure out what to do next in its now
frantic effort to defeat Mr. Jeffs and the unpopular religion he represents. But any
further delay by Utah, whether on its own or in concert with Texas, improperly strips Mr.
Jeffs of his fundamental rights.

Indeed, by the terms of their Executive Agreement concerning Mr. Jeffs’
extradition, the governors of Utah and Texas purport to set forth a variety of conditions
upon which Mr. Jeffs is to be extradited. Of particular negative effect in violation of Mr.
Jeffs’ constitutional rights and protections are those provisions of the Agreement (1) that
provide for Mr. Jeffs’ immediate extradition to Texas notwithstanding the pendency of
his case in Utah, his demand for a speedy trial in that Utah case, and his need, in order
to present his defense, to immediately explore evidence of Elissa’s subornation of
perjury and falsification of evidence and to preserve other evidence and testimony that
will likely be lost as a result of the passage of any more time; (2) that reserve Utah’s
right to pursue a retrial at some undefined point in the future after Texas has completed
its intended prosecution, without regard to any of Mr. Jeffs’ rights mentioned above; (3)
that prevent Mr. Jeffs, after any such prosecution, from remaining in Texas to pursue an
appeal of any adverse judgments against him there, in effect denying him his
constitutional rights in Texas, as well as in Utah; and (4) that purport to extinguish Mr.
Jeffs’ constitutional right to bail on the basis of executive authority alone. Under the

unigue circumstances of this case and in these respects, the Executive Agreement is



improper on its face, and because the governor’s warrant authorizing his extradition is
based on the Agreement,® the warrant must be quashed and this petition granted.’

PETITION FOR WRIT OF MANDAMUS

Mr. Jeffs petitions this Court for a writ of mandamus® requiring the governor of
Utah to uphold Mr. Jeffs’ federal and state constitutional rights by recalling his
governor's warrant dated August 10, 2010, and by refusing Texas’ request for Mr. Jeffs’
extradition until after all pending prosecution in Utah is resolved. The sought relief is
justified for the reasons articulated in Mr. Jeffs’ petition for a writ of habeas corpus and
because the governor, by entering into the Executive Agreement and issuing his
governor's warrant authorizing Mr. Jeffs’ extradition to Texas under the unique
circumstances of this case, abused his discretion; failed to perform an act required by
law as a duty of his office, trust or station; and refused Mr. Jeffs the enjoyment of rights

to which he is entitled.

MOTION TO QUASH GOVERNOR’S WARRANT

For the reasons articulated in his petitions for writs of habeas corpus and
mandamus, Mr. Jeffs moves this Court for an order quashing the governor’s warrant of

extradition issued on August 10, 2010.

THE EXECUTIVE AUTHORITIES OF THE STATES OF TEXAS AND UTAH
AGREE AS FOLLOWS:
WHEREAS, the undersigned, as Governor of the State of Texas, has made demand upon the
executive authority of the State of Utah for the rendition of WARREN STEED JEFFS as a fugitive

from justice of the State of Texas, and which demand is in the hands of the executive authorify of the

-State of Utah; and

WHEREAS, WARREN STEED JEFFS stands charged in the County of Schleicher, State of
Texas with the crimes of Aggravated Sexual Assault, Sexual Assault, and Bigamy, in violation of
Texas Penal Code Section 22.021(a)(1), 22.011(2)(2), and 25.01, committed in said County and
State, as more fully appears from the requisition and the papers and exhibits attached thereto; and

WHEREAS, WARREN STEED JEFFS is now under the jurisdiction of the Warden of the ‘
Utah State Penitentiary in Draper, Utah; and

WHEREAS, the undersigned and the prosecuting authorities of the State of Texas desire that
WARREN STEED JEFFS be brought to trial at the earliest possible date, and the prosecuting
authorities of the State of Texas are prepared to pursue trial on these charges pending in the State of
Texas at the earliest possible date; and

WHEREAS, the powers and duties of the several states, including the State of Texas, in

matters relating to interstate extradition are contained and prescribed in Article IV, section 2 of the



Constitution of the United States, and are implemented by Congress in 18 U.S.C. § 3182; and
WHEREAS, the People of the State of Texas have enacted the Uniform Criminal Extradition
Act, in Texas Code of Criminal Procedure art. 51.13, whereby, in section 5 thereof, it is provided as

follows:

When it is desired to have returned to this State a person charged in this State

with a crime, and such person is imprisoned or held under criminal proceedings then

pending against him in another State, the Governor of this State may agree with the

Executive Authority of such other State for the extradition of such person before the

conclusion of such proceedings or his term of sentence in such other State, upon

condition that such person be returned to such other State at the expense of this State

as soon as the prosecution in this State is terminated.

AND WHEREAS, the laws of the State of Utah contain a similar provision that authorizes
the Governor of the State of Utah to agree for the extradition of a person imprisoned or held under
criminal proceedings then pending in the State of Utah, before the conclusion of such proceedings or
his term of sentence, upon condition that such person be returned to the State of Utah at the expense
of the demanding State, as soon as the prosecution in the demanding State is terminated;

AND WHEREAS, the prosecuting authorities of the State of Utah are reserving the right to
- pursue a retrial of criminal charges pending against WARREN STEED JEFFS in the State of Utah;

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority hereinabove set forth and in consideration of
the granting of said demand for the rendition of WARREN STEED JEFFS, and the issuance of a
warrant of arrest and delivering up of WARREN STEED JEFFS to the duly authorized agents of the
State of Texas by the executive authority of the State of Utah;

IT IS HEREBY AGREED by the undersigned Governor of the State of Texas and Governor

 of the State of Utah that WARREN STEED JEFFS shall be extradited to Texas, and that following



final disposition of all charges pending against WARREN STEED JEFFS in Texas, the State of
Texas shall notify the State of Utah, and WARREN STEED JEFFS shall be returned to Utah upon
request of the State of Utah at the earliest reasonable time at the expense of the State of Texas, and
that the Governor or other acting executive authority of the State of Texas shall upon demand of the
Govemor or other acting executive authority of the State of Utah surrender WARREN STEED
JEFFS to the duly authorized agents of the State of Utah.

IT IS FURTHER HEREBY AGREED by the undersigned Governor of the State of Texas
and Governor of the State of Utah that in the event WARREN STEED JEFFS is returned to the State
of Utah following conviction and the imposition of a term of imprisonment in the State of Texas,
WARREN STEED JEFFS shall be returned upon such a request to the State of Utah without
formalities to serve said term of imprisonment to completion prior to such a return, and that any such
return to Utah of WARREN STEED JEFFS under the terms of this Agreement shall not be delayed
by the pendency of any appeal or post-conviction proceeding filed in the Courts of the State of Texas
or the United States.

IT IS FURTHER HEREBY AGREED that upon surrender of WARREN STEED JEFFS to
the duly authorized agents of the State of Texas, WARREN STEED JEFFS shall be held in the
custody of the State of Texas at all times, and shall not be eligible for release on bail or bond.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned Governor of the State of Texas and Governor of
the State of Utah do hereby covenant and agree that the above express conditions upon which the
custody of WARREN STEED JEFFS is granted shall be in all respects fulfilled and complied with

and are expressly accepted as the terms and conditions of his custody.

of the State of Texas and the State of Utah.

on or about the July 27, 2006, and before the presentment of the indictment, while
being legally married to Annette Barlow, intentionally or knowingly purport to marry

State of Texas under circumstances that would, but for the defendant’s prior

marriage, constitute a marriage, and the said M. Jessop was then and there younger
than 16 years of age,
